If you are registered, you have taken your 

Youth Protection  training.  If you are not registered and 
wish to be, Youth Protection training is available in several 
ways.  You can go onto the BSA web site 
(www.scouting.org) to take the training .  In the upper right 
hand corner you will see the words My Scouting.  Click on 
them, follow the directions to create your account and take 
the training.  The Council web site (www.buckskin.org) also 
has an easy link to My Scouting.  After you have registered 
you can add your registration number to your account.  This 
is the best way as all your future training will be recorded in 
your account.  If you do not have a computer with high 
speed web access, the leader of the unit you are joining has a 
DVD and can give Youth Protection training, or you can 
use a computer at your local library.  Many libraries limit 
sessions to 30 min.  Most allow a second 30 min. session if 
no one is waiting.  Some log you off after 30 min.   The 
Youth protection takes about 25 min.  Some of the other 
trainings take 45 min or longer.  If you must stop or are cut 
off, the program will allow you to tale up close to where you 
stopped or were cut off. 
 
The Boy Scouts of America require all volunteer leaders to 
be fully trained for their registered position.  New volun-
teers have six months to accomplish this.  Most of the train-
ing needed to be fully trained for your position is on-line.
